  We 
thank God that 
He has given us 
the opportunity 
to establish a 
Transitional 
Living Center in 
our Canyon 
Country Minis-
try.   This fa-
cility will be for 
men who are 
currently en-
rolled in our 
Canyon Country 
location.  
 This 
Transitional 
Living Center 
will enable men 
who have com-
pleted our pro-
gram to have a 
structured envi-
ronment  while 
seeking employ-
ment, working 
and transition-
ing back into 
society.  
 While 
staying at the 
Transition Cen-
ter men will be 
required to save  
75% of their 
income once 
they start work-
ing.   The 

Transition Cen-
ter will have 
Staff that moni-
tors and super-
vises the men 
who are search-
ing for employ-
ment and work-
ing.  Upon 
first entering 
the Transition 
Center men will 
be required to 
participate in 
morning Bible 
reading and at-
tend evening 
Bible studies 
while in the 
“job search” 
phase of the 
program.            
 Once 
they secure em-
ployment Bible 
Reading and 
weekly service 
attendance will 
be adjusted ac-
cording to their 
work schedule.  
 All men 
in the Transi-
tion Center will 
be required to 
attend Sunday 
Worship Ser-
vices-
scheduling per-
